Reading: Psalm 46 and Micah 4:1-5  

Psalm 46  
God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble. 
2 Therefore we will not fear, though the earth give way and the mountains fall into the heart 

of the sea, 
3 though its waters roar and foam and the mountains quake with their surging. 
4 There is a river whose streams make glad the city of God, the holy place where the Most 

High dwells. 
5 God is within her, she will not fall; God will help her at break of day. 
6 Nations are in uproar, kingdoms fall; he lifts his voice, the earth melts. 
7 The Lord Almighty is with us; the God of Jacob is our fortress. 
8 Come and see what the Lord has done, the desolations he has brought on the earth. 
9 He makes wars cease to the ends of the earth. 

He breaks the bow and shatters the spear; he burns the shields with fire. 
10 He says, “Be still, and know that I am God; I will be exalted among the nations, I will be 

exalted in the earth.” 
11 The Lord Almighty is with us; the God of Jacob is our fortress. 

 

Micah 4:1-5  
In the last days the mountain of the Lord’s temple will be established as the highest of the 

mountains; it will be exalted above the hills, and peoples will stream to it. 
2 Many nations will come and say, “Come, let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, to the 

temple of the God of Jacob.  He will teach us his ways, so that we may walk in his paths.” 

The law will go out from Zion, the word of the Lord from Jerusalem. 
3 He will judge between many peoples and will settle disputes for strong nations far and wide. 

They will beat their swords into plowshares 

    and their spears into pruning hooks.  Nation will not take up sword against nation, nor will 

they train for war anymore. 
4 Everyone will sit under their own vine and under their own fig tree, and no one will make 

them afraid, for the Lord Almighty has spoken. 
5 All the nations may walk in the name of their gods, but we will walk in the name of the Lord 

    our God for ever and ever.
