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HOLY TRINITY POLICY ON ALCOHOL
Any event that wishes to serve alcohol must first ask permission from the vicar.   Permission should be requested through the church office at: office@trinitytewkesbury.org.uk 

You must not allow anyone under the age of 18 years to consume alcohol on church premises.
We do not hold an Alcohol License for any of our church buildings.   For this reason, alcohol can only be provided by the event organiser at a totally free event where no payment of any kind is made.  
An event is only considered to be free if all the following are true:

· No entry fee is charged (including tickets paid for in advance)

· No donations are requested or made (since this could be considered payment)

· No subsequent payments are made following the event

Any event (whether free or not) can, with the permission of the vicar, allow people attending to bring their own alcohol in moderation.  This should be limited to a standard bottle of wine or a litre of beer or cider per person.

No alcohol spirits are allowed under any circumstances
