2 Timothy 2: 14-19
1. Paul is in prison under threat of execution. A situation that faces Christians today in countries like North Korea, Somalia and Iran. What would your thoughts turn to in such a situation? 
2. If you only had one opportunity to share your testimony in a letter or email to a friend, what things would you choose to mention?
3. Have you ever felt ashamed or embarrassed to mention your faith when an opportunity presented itself in a social situation? Why do you think that was? How might you have handled it differently?
4. Why does this passage highlight the way we speak to one another? What is so important about the words we speak?
5. Without mentioning names, have you experienced a situation where another Christian said something to you that was upsetting? How did it affect your relationship with the person? How did you handle it?
6. If someone in your life group made a statement about the Bible that you knew was incorrect, what would you do about it?
7. How would you explain to someone the difference between ‘speaking the truth’, and ‘speaking the truth in love’?
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
